What motivates us to be VFM volunteers?  For many of us, it’s 
the love of flying, the love of vintage airplanes, and our desire to 
share our aviation history, memories and experiences with 
younger generations.  Since April 2004, the Vintage Flying 
Museum has hosted 8 “Take Flight Days” and tours for over 250 
young people, ages 5-18 years old, and their adult leaders.  This 
is in addition to our ACE Academy and Teacher Aerospace 
Education Workshop.  During “Take Flight Days”, students learn 
the basics - the parts of an airplane and the four forces affecting 
flight – by building and then test-flying balsa gliders.  They tour 
the hangar with VFM guides, getting up close and personal with 
historic aircraft.  Most importantly, the young people visit with 
veterans and pilots who share their stories of flying, of sacrifice 
and courage.  Although the “Take Flight Day” may only be a 
couple hours, the impact may last a lifetime as you see the 
excitement awaken in a future pilot’s face.
